SECTION 2. TENTATIVE MILLAGE RATE ADOPTION

Pursuant to Florida Statute Section 200.065, the Board of Commissioners of the Tice Fire
Protection & Rescue Service District hereby adopts and sets the tentative operating millage rate
of 3.75 mills for the fiscal year 2023-2024, which begins on October 1, 2023, and ends
September 30, 2024. The above stated millage rate of 3.75 mills exceeds the rolled back rate of
3.74 mills by .10%.
